Thank you for reviewing our 2008 Annual Report. | am honored to have been selected to
serve a ongear term as President for the South Platte Enhancement Board starting in
March, 2009.

Rick McLoud was the President for 2008 and his accomplishments in one short year are
indeed impressive. He championed creation of three committees and working documents
for some of the Outstanding Remarkable Values (ORVSs) identified in the South Platte
Protection Plan (SPPP). These committees are: Fisheries/Water Quality, Recreation/
Scenic, and Wildlife/Cultural values. This type of focus and organization are qualities
that Rick provided during his tenure as President and | hope to keep his good work
moving forward.

SPEB was created, in part, due to water and resource concerns in this area of the South
Platte. The SPPP led to the decision to create this Board, and protect these resources in
the best possible way. Many steps have been taken by this diverse group of board
members over the last 4 years to identify immediate needs and long term goals.

2009 is going to be a challenging time with our initial $1 million endowment fund

shrinking to roughly $800,000, due to market conditions. We will needdssess our

grant giving capabilities (originally intended to be the profit from the $1 million

endowment) and determine if we should place more emphasis on fundraising. We also
need to continue our identification of the resources that we are charged to protect and
focus on the prioritization of both resources and partnerships. If multiple grants to
deserving noprofits who perform this work in the region is minimized or placed on hold,
we need to secure our ability to continue this legacy. Our stakeholders are a richly diverse
group and through our outreach efforts we have no doubt that we can continue to fulfill

our mission.

In 2006, SPEB inaugurated its grant program and awarded its first
grant to the Coalition for the Upper South Platte for $20,000 for its
OHappy Me ad ofiwescoll&oratiyeeetfort dvith Colorado Divi-
sion of Wildlife, Park County, Trout Unlimited, Forest Service, residents,
and private businesses to protect water quality and ecological functions
of the river segment adjacent to the Happy Meadows Campground.

SPEB reviewed five grants and funded four in 2007: 1) Sugar Creek
Restoration Project submitted by the U.S. Forest Service; 2) South
Platte Restoration Project submitted by Teller County; 3) Gill Trail Con-
struction Project submitted by Trout Unlimited, and 4) South Platte
Sediment Reduction project submitted by Teller County Public Works .
Total SPEB funding allocated to 2007 projects totaled $63,100.

In 2008, SPEB received three grant requests and awarded grants to
each of them totaling $22,450. These projects are described below:
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
